Term Project-  Fashion Designer Research & Presentation

Students will research and demonstrate their knowledge for the class of their chosen Fashion Designer by presenting a Power Point Presentation they have created.
Research- (Worth 33%)
1. Gather images and biographical information and save into folder on the “M” Drive or at home.  You should have:  

· photos of your designer

· some of their sketches (check out their “Lookbook”- which is a peek at their personal sketchbook that is sometimes posted online)

· Photos of their fashion designs being worn by models either on the runway or in print images

· A copy of the logo or brand of the designer or their company.

Biographical information you should include:

· Their name or names (sometimes they may use a different name as a designer than their real name).

· Birth and Death Dates 

· Their Nationality (country they are from and where they live/work now)

· Education- Did they go to art or design school?  Did they apprentice with another designer?

· How did they or their company become famous or discovered?

· What is their style or type of clothing designs?  Describe fully. (Very important!)

· Any other interesting facts about your designer.  Do they have a family?  What kind of personality do you think they have?  Do they have a “signature item”? 
Create: (Worth 33%)
A Power Point Presentation will be created by you, during class time given in the library.  It must have at least 15 slides in it, and contain the pictures and text with the biographical information on it written in short phrases or sentences.  Your show should be visually appealing, with interesting colors, backgrounds, and text styles.  Do not copy and paste into the slides, just use your own words.  
Present: (Worth 33%)  

Now you will have the opportunity to teach and share what you have learned to the other students so we can all learn about all the various designers.  You need to either save your completed presentation onto the “T” Drive from the library, and we can open it in my room and project it for the class.  Or if you create it at home you must put it on a USB and bring it to class by the due date.  If your project is late, you will lose 10 points of the grade for every day it is late.
